ORDINANCE — AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 3, CHAPTER 12,
SECTION 3-12-5(E) OF THE VILLAGE CODE, TITLED,
“CLASSIFICATIONS: CLASS E LICENSE”

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of
Willowbrook, DuPage County, lllinois, that the Village Code of the Village of Willowbrook be
amended as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Title 3, Chapter 12, Section 3-12-5(E) of the Village Code of the
Village of Willowbrook, entitled "Class E License", is hereby amended by deleting the last sentence

in the section and in lieu thereof adding the following new sentence:

“There shall be no more than one (1) Class E Licenses issued at any
one time.” '

SECTION TWO: That all ordinances and resolutions, or parts thereof, in conflict with the
provisions with this Ordinance are, to the extent of such conflict, expressly repealed.

SECTION THREE: That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its

passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

NO. ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
1. RESPONSIBLE FOR THE OVERALL ADMINISTRATION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS
DEPARTMENT

1. Responsible for overseeing staffing, planning, and the completion of service
objectives.

2. Responsible for following up on any departmental issues that are raised by
elected officials or citizens regarding service quality or satisfaction.

3. Engages in troubleshooting any overall Department problems as needed.

4. Monitors the departmental hiring process. Interviews all job candidates.

5. Reviews and approves timesheets and time off requests of Public Works
departmental employees.

6. Oversees the daily operations of the Public Works Garage.

7. Provides guidance, as necessary, to the Public Works Foreman on various
administrative and operational matters.

8. Assigns work to employees on a daily basis taking into account work schedule and
emergencies, which may have arisen.

9. Consults with employees throughout the workday to verify that work tasks are
being completed in an efficient and safe manner. Advises regarding any necessary
modifications.

10. Evaluates work of Departmental employees on a formal basis one time per year in
order to provide feedback regarding work performance by using written evaluation
forms followed by face-to-face meetings with employees.

11. Outlines short-range objectives for Public Works personnel.

12. Revise and execute safety related policies as may be provided by the
Intergovernmental Risk Management Agency

2. SERVES AS STAFF LIASION TO SEVERAL BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS

13. Attends all Village Board meetings and workshops.

14. Prepares agenda materials regarding Public Works issues for the Village

27. Monitors contract implementation and ensures that contractors are following
contractual objectives.

SERVES AS OPERATOR-IN-CHARGE FOR WATER SYSTEM PLANT

28. Monitors the operation of the water plant including pressure recording charts, flow
recording equipment, pressure gauges, and all other equipment in order to assure
sufficient water supply and fire flows to the Village.

29. Ensures that the necessary repairs are made to the pump house equipment.

30. As necessary, contracts for major repairs beyond the in-house repair capability of
the Public Works Division.

31. Tracks incoming water for comparative billing purposes

32. Responds to emergencies at the pump house or other situation requiring increased
water flows such as residential fires. Monitors operation of water system to fulfill
emergency need.

33. Prepares annual Consumer Confidence Report (CCR).

34. Prepares and submits water monthly water reports to the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency.

35. Prepares and submits annual LMO reports to the Illinois Department of Natural
Resources .

36. Maintains Village hydrants and coordinate hydrant flushing program.

EQUIPMENT OPERATION AND ROUTINE PUBLIC SERVICE FUNCTIONS
37. Inspects public trees in order to control infestations.
38. Selects parkway trees from nursery and sites trees in parkway in conformance with
tree planting ordinances and arbor cultural standards.
39. Drives through the Village on a daily basis in an attempt to identify any potential
problems.
40. Responsible for preparing the Public Works and Motor Fuel Tax Budgets.

ADMINISTRATION
41. Responds to and advises the Village Administrator on all public works matters.
42. Works with Village Consulting Engineer to coordinate engineering and public
works efforts.
43. Authorizes issuance of Public Works purchase orders less than $1,000; recommends
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Public Works purchases greater than $1,000.

44. Prepares work planning documents and reports such as the snow plowing plan, the
water sampling plan, the street maintenance plan, etc.

45. Attends all Municipal Services Committee meetings.

46. Orders supplies and maintains inventory of parts for Public Works operations.

47. Coordinates Public Works safety training including proper equipment operation,
CPR, confined space, right to know, fire extinguisher, evacuation, first aid, etc.

48. Interacts with other governmental agencies on specific projects.

8. INSPECTIONS

49. Inspects watermains and water service construction in order to assure compliance
with Village ordinances and codes and ASCE and AWWA standards.

50. Inspects new construction to assure the proper installation of storm sewers,
grading and footing drains are in compliance with good engineering practice and
the appropriate ordinances and codes.

JOB CONTEXT

This is responsible supervisory work in planning, coordinating, evaluating, and implementing street
and other public works maintenance and repair activities including roads, parkways, storm sewers,
water distribution system, vehicles, park property and equipment, and public buildings.

Work involves scheduling repair and maintenance projects; planning and coordinating work
assignments; scheduling crews, materials, and equipment; and supervising and inspecting work. An
incumbent manages projects to ensure that work is completed safely, effectively, and efficiently. Also,
this position ensures that work is performed in accordance with standard practices and procedures.
Work is performed under the general supervision of the Village Administrator. The Superintendent
also regularly supervises both the full and part-time Public Services crew workers.

Safety is a fundamental element of day-to-day Village operations, and every effort must be taken to
ensure a safe and healthy work environment. All Village employees are required to comply with those
safety procedures.

CONSTITUTION MINUTES

Constitution Week, September 17-23, commemorates the signing of the Constitution of the United
States. The first plan of national government the United States had was called Articles of
Confederation and Perpetnal Union, quickly shortened to the Articles of Confederation by most
people. The Confederation was a loosely joined group of states that gives only limited powers fo the
central government. The Articles were drawn up in 1777 and went out of existence when the
Constitution was adopted in 1789. :

1. Of the written national constitutions, the U.S. Constitution has endured longer than
any other constitution in the wotld and has been used by many other countries as a
model for drafting their own constitutions.

2. On February 21, 1787, the Continental Congtess resolved that...“on the second
Monday in May a Convention of delegates who shall have been appointed by the
several States be held at Philadelphia for the sole and exptess purpose of revising the
Articles of Confederation....” The original states, except Rhode Island, collectively
appointed 70 delegates, but only 55 could attend and only 39 actually signed.

3. At 81, Ben]amm Franklin of Pennsylvania was the oldest delegate at the
Constitutional Convention and at 26, Jonathon Dayton of New Jersey was the
youngest.

4. The delegates to the Convention were long-lived for their era with the average age
of their death 67 years old. Samuel Johnson reached the age of 92 and Few, Franklin,
Madison, Williamson and Wythe lived into their 80s. Hamilton and Spaight both were
killed in duels. Madison lived the longest, dying in 1836.

5. Most of the delegates were married and raised children. Roger Sherman had 15
children by 2 wives and nine of the delegates had at least two wives. Four of the
delegates, Abraham Baldwin, Nicholas Gilman, Jr., Alexander Mattin, and Daniel of
St. Thomas Jenifer were lifelong bachelors. The men mirrored the overwhelmingly
protestant character of American religious life at the time and were members of
various denominations. Only two, Carroll and Fitzsimons, were Roman Catholics.

6. Most of the delegates were natives of the 13 colonies. Only seven wete born
elsewhere; Butler, Fitzsimons, McHenry and Paterson wete born in Ireland and, Davie
and Robert Mortis wete born in England; Wilson was born in Scotland and Hamilton
was bom in the British Leeward Islands. Reflecting the mobility that has always
characterized American life.



7. Washington and Madison became Presidents of the United States. King and
Charles Cotesworth Pinckney were nominated as candidates for the office. Hamilton,
McHenry and Madison attained Cabinet posts. Sixteen men became U. S. Senators:
Baldwin, Bassett, Blount, Butler, Dayton, Few, Gilman, Johnson, King, Langdon, the
two Moztis’s, Paterson, Charles Pinckney, Read and Sherman. Eleven setved in the
House of Representatives, four served as Federal Judges, and four more as Associate
Justices of the Supreme Court. Four others, King, the two Pinckney’s, and
Gouverneur Mottis, undertook important diplomatic missions for the Nation.

8. Alexander Hamilton worked with John Jay and James Madison on a seties of
papers called the Federalist papers as propaganda for the Constitution. He served as
the first United States Secretary of the Treasury from 1789-1795. He retired to his law
practice and later was appointed to the position of major General from 1798-1800
due to an impending war with France. He was killed in a duel with Aaron Burt in
1804.

9. The greatest accomplishment of The Federalist Papers was to show that the
Constitution was both coherent and republican. Suppressing their private doubts and
disappointments, Alexander Hamilton and James Madison, joined by John Jay,
undertook the series of essays in order to expound the merits of the new Constitution
and to answer the objections to it.

10. George Washington served for eight years as the first President of the United
States under the new Constitution. His first four years were dominated by domestic
issues and the second four years by foreign policy issues. During the administration of
President John Adams thetre was a threat of war with France and again, Washington
came back to setve his country in the capacity of Commander-In-Chief. With the
threat of war over he went back to live his last days at his beloved Mt. Vernon. He
died there on December 12, 1799. Light Horse Harry Lee said that Geotge
Washington was "first in war, first in peace, and first in the hearts of his countryman."

11. The U.S. Constitution was written in the same Pennsylvania State House where
the Declaration of Independence was signed and where George Washington received
his commission as Commander of the Continental Army. Now called Independence
Hall, the building still stands today on Independence Mall in Philadelphia, directly
across from the National Constitution Center.



12. Written in 1787, the Constitution was signed on September 17th. But it wasn’t
until 1788 that it was ratified by the necessaty nine states. The U.S. Constitution was
prepared in secret, behind locked doors that were guarded by sentries.

13. Some of the otiginal framers and many delegates in the state ratifying conventions
were very troubled that the original Constitution lacked a description of individual
rights. In 1791, Americans added a list of rights to the Constitution. The first ten
amendments became known as The Bill of Rights.

14. Established on November 26, 1789, the first national “Thanksgiving Day” was
otiginally created by George Washington as a way of “giving thanks™ for the
Constitution.

15. The original Constitution is on display at the National Archives in Washington,
D.C. When the Japanese bombed Pearl Harbor, it was moved to Fort Knox for
safekeeping.

16. More than 11,000 amendments have been introduced in Congress. Thirty three
have gone to the states to be ratified and twenty seven have received the necessary
approval from the states to actually become amendments to the Constitution.

C. Eligible Costs

The purchase of goods or services that enhances the applicant’s ability to achieve the public
safety Goals described above (Section A}, are eligible costs. These include:

1. Public Safety Equipment
Equipment that enhances the safety of the general public including traffic safety,
communications, monitoring, protective and other equipment;

2. Emergency Response Equipment and Supplies

Equipment that enhances the ability of first-respenders to provide for the safety and welfare of
the general or targeted populations including specialized emergency response, emergency
transport, communications, and other essential emergency equipment; and specialty
emergency response supplies not otherwise available;

3. Disaster Preparedness and Resiliency
Equipment and supplies that improve the ability of the community to prevent and respond to
disasters, and mitigate resulting threats;

4, Public Safety Programs and Plans

Public education and engagement programs that prepare residents for disaster, reduce threats
to vulnerable populations, and foster cooperation and collaboration to improve the long-term
safety of the community; training resources and programs for government officials that
improve skilis, and other programs that meet the Powering Safe Communities grant program
goals; and public safety plans that optimize a local government’s ability to deliver services.

D. Ineligible Costs

Grant funds may not be used for lobbying activities; activities that are required in connection
with regulatory compliance; capital costs; or to pay staff salaries*. Grant funds cannot be used
to pay private vendors for training or services otherwise offered through professional
associations and public agencies, or to purchase routine supplies.

*the cost of staff time needed to complete the project is eligible as a matching contribution
towards the required 50% match.



D. Grant Matching and Reimbursement

1. Match Required

Recipients should match grant funds awarded with a direct equal expenditure of the
organization’s own funds, and/ or through in-kind contribution of goods and services of equal
or greater value. Therefore, 50% of the total project costs are paid for by the Powering Safe
Communities grant award and 50% of the costs are paid by the grant recipient.

The source of matching contributions must be identified at the time of application. Direct and
matching expenditures must be documented and documents must be submitted to the Caucus
to receive grant reimbursement. Details will be provided at the time of award. In-kind
matching contributions must be documented with employee time and work records.
Contribution of volunteer labor can be applied to matching requirement with adequate
docurmentation.

49, DISCUSSION — Revised Credit Card Policy
Director Dittman explained that this item was discussed at the last Finance and Administration Committee
meeting. Based on the Committee’s feedback, two changes have been made to the policy which are noted in red

type:

* Department heads are identified by position title
» Elected officials are not considered Department Heads

The cther comment made by the Committee about purchases being initiated by the Village Administrator only,
i.e. the card shouid not be allowed to be “checked out”, was already noted in bullet point 9 under Cardholder
Responsibilities, :

The Committee approved the revisions and recommended that the policy be placed on the consent agenda at a
future Village Board meeting for approval.

5. DISCUSSION - Village Hiring Policies

Director Dittman related that due to recent concerns voiced about the Village's hiring procedures, at
Administrator Halik’s request, Director Dittman drafted a written guideline detailing how the Village posts for
job positions and outlined the hiring and selection process. Dittman pointed out that this is not a new process, it
has just never been documented in writing previously. Director Dittman, Administrator Halik and Mayor Trilla
plan to meet to discuss the draft and determine if revisions to the process need to occur. Director Dittman also
explained some of the EEOC rules related to background checks performed by third parties and noted the pros
and cons of doing so.

6. REPORT - Monthly Disbursement Reports ~ June 2018

The Committee reviewed and accepted the disbursement reports for the month of June and key items are
highlighted below:

¢ Total cash outlay for all village funds — $1,027,203. Fiscal Year to Date is $2,067,274. There were no
handwritten checks this month.



Payroll monthly total for active employees including all funds - $317,099 {2 payrolis}. The average
payroli for the year was $154,697, which is a 0.31% decrease from the prior fiscal year. Director Dittman
explained that the payrolls contain not only the union and non-union increases of 2.5%, but also step
increases for the sworn officers and payouts of accumulated sick, vacation and other time due to
employees that retire or terminate employment.

Average daily outlay of cash for all Village funds for the current month: $34,240. Average monthly cash
outlay for all Village funds fiscal year to date (FYTD): $1,033,637. Daily average fiscal YTD: $33,895.
Average daily expenditures for the General Fund only: $22,655. Fiscal YTD average is 520,593 which is a
30.13% decrease from the prior year due to the non-continuance of large capital projects that occurred
last year.

REPORT - Sales Tax, Business District Sales Tax, Income Tax, Utility Tax, Places of Eating Tax, Fines,
Red Light Fines, Building Permits, Water Revenues, Hotel/Motel Tax and Motor Fuel Tax

The Committee reviewed and accepted the revenue trend reports and key items are highlighted below. All
revenues are manthly collections for June 2018 {unaudited):

» Sales tax receipts - $334,282 up 7.29% from the prior year. Trending 16.8% over budget.

Business District sales tax receipts - $40,172. Year to date is $74,059, 5.09% above the prior year and
8.5% over budget. This represents collections of the 1.0% sales tax collected in the Village’s new
business district. The revenue comes from only the Town Center side as only those businesses are
currently open.

Income Tax receipts - $54,108 down 1.39% compared to the prior year, 3.7% over budget. Director
Dittman relayed that we budgeted for a continued 10% reduction in income taxes for this year's budget,
although subsequently the state passed their budget with only a 5% reduction planned.

Utility tax receipts - $66,122 down 3.31% from the prior year, 4.7% under budget, consisting of:
o Telecomm tax - down 9.34%
o Northern IL gas - up 36.89%
© ComEd - down 9.05%

Director Dittman relayed that this year’s budget was reduced by $50,000 to account for the continued
decline in telecomm tax.

Places of Eating Tax receipts - $44,029 up 1.59% compared to the prior year, trending 7.85% over
budget.

Fines - $16,043 down 10.95% compared with the prior year, 6.37% over budget. Fines come from
County distributions and also local fine tickets written by Village police officers.

Red Light Fines — $69,125 up 36.28% from the prior year receipts, trending 64.20% over budget. All
three approaches are live.

Building Permit receipts - $63,299 up 29.40% from the prior year, 216.55% above budget.

e Water sales receipts - $324,934 flat from the prior year, 5.21% below budget.

* Hotel/Motel Tax receipts - $24,542 up 4.32% compared with the prior year. The revenue is trending at
3.1% higher than budget. A correction was made for the prior month (May) as one hotel’s payment had
been miscoded to another account. Three of the four hotels are open and active.

* Motor Fuel Tax receipts - $17,998, down 0.29% from the prior year, 1.5% below budget.

8. VISITOR'S BUSINESS

There were no visitors present at the meeting.

9. COMMUNICATIONS

Trustee Mistele raised the question about the Wireless Facilities Deployment Ordinance that he had read about
in the IML magazine and what impact that might have on our telecommunications revenue. Director Dittman
noted that it appeared it may have an impact on our permit revenue as the Village could charge a permit fee to
locate a wireless facility in the Village right of way, but that she would look into it further and communicate her
findings to the Committee.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

a) After review of the draft minutes from the June 11, 2018 regular meeting of the
Municipal Services Committee, Trustee Terrence Kelly made a motion to approve
the minutes as presented. Chairman Paul Oggerino seconded the Motion. Motion
Carried

PRESENTATION — Changes in Recycling, Republic Services

Chairman Oggerino stated that this item will be delayed until later on the agenda due to the
presenters from Republic Services having not yet arrived.

DISCUSSION — Praft Ordinance to Reguiate and Permit Small Wireless Facilities in Public
Rights-of-Way

Administrator Halik reminded the Committee that this topic was also discussed at the June
Committee meeting. Halik advised that Public Act 100-0585, the Small Wireless Facilities
Deployment Act, was signed into law by the Governor on April 12, 2018. Unfortunately, it
largely pre-empts local authority to regulate small cell antenna systems located on public rights-
of-way. The law became effective on June 1, 2018 and provided a sixty-day period, on or
before August 1, 2018, for municipalities to locally adopt the fee provisions within the faw.
Failure of an Illinois municipality to adopt an ordinance prior to August Ist would allow
wireless providers to attached small cell wireless facilities, and potentially install new utility
poles, under the requirements of the Act on their own accord. Therefore, it is recommended
that a local ordinance be adopted at the July 23, 2018 Board meeting. Halik advised that
Village Attomey Matthew Holmes from Storino, Ramello & Durkin drafted the ordinance
within the Committee packet, which is based on the model ordinance distributed by the Illinois
Municipal League (IML). The draft ordinance also contains added language pertaining to
reasonable stealth, concealment and aesthetic standards, which can be found in Section 2(M).
The Committee agreed that the Village should adopt an ordinance and acknowledged that the
scope of the requirements are limited due to the newly enacted state law. The Committee
recommended that staff add this item to the July 23, 2018 Village Board meeting for action.




DISCUSSION — Proposed Police Building Landscape Iirigation System

Administrator Halik advised the Committee that the Fiscal Year 2018/19 Budget includes
$6,460 to install a landscape irrigation system upon the premises of the police building. The
budgeted amount was based on a proposal staff received last fall on Sept. 13, 2017 from QOasis
Irigation. However, the Oasis proposed design to conmnect the irrigation system to the building
water system was not preferred. This spring, after the FY 2018/19 budget was approved, Chief
Schaller solicited additional proposals from three other irrigation vendors, which were received
on June 4, 2018. Halik advised that the water connection method proposed in the Carefree
proposal was also not preferred. Therefore, staff would recommend that the imrigation system
designed by Krupske Sprinkler Systems, Inc., which includes a self-draining outside pipe
system in order to guard against potential line freezing in the winter, be accepted. The cost of
the Krupske proposal is $7,290, and this item was added to this evening’s Village Board agenda
for approval. Halik advised that in addition to this work, a licensed plumbing contractor must
be hired separately to run a new one-inch water line to the outside. StafT has received two
proposals to complete that work, with the low proposal in the amount of $3,795 from Compass
Plumbing. This item was also added to this evening’s Village Board agenda for approval.
However, Halik further advised that on Saturday, July 7%, staff contacted Compass Plumbing to
confirm their ability to complete the work quickly after the Board accepted their proposal on
July 9® and was advised at that time that Compass Plumbing had closed for business on that
day. Therefore, it would now be necessary to withdraw consideration of the Compass
Plumbing proposal from this evening’s Board agenda and consider the other plumbing proposal
received at the Board’s next meeting on July 239, Halik shared that the Village Attorney
confirmed that since we had publicly posted the agenda we could not merely substitute a
different proposal for consideration. The second plumbing contractor, Tri-County Plumbing,
submitted a proposal for $3,975 to complete the same work, which was $180 higher. The
Committee understood and discussed possibly increasing the Administrator’s spending
authority to accept proposals so future delays in getting work completed does not occur.

REPORTS -~ Municipal Services Department

a. Administrator Halik reviewed the monthly permit activity report for the month of
June 2018. Halik advised that the Village received about $66,000 in permit revenue
for the month. Halik advised that for the first two months in fiscal year 2018/19, the
department has brought in a total of approximately 47% of the budgeted revenue,
indicating a high level of construction activity.

b. Administrator Halik advised the Committee that he had identified an error in the
pumpage report spreadsheet included in the packet, and distributed copies of a
revised spreadsheet. The report for May 2018 indicates that the Village pumped
32,538,000 gallons of water in the month. This volume represents a 13.45% increase
when compared to the pumpage in May of 2017.

c. Administrator Halik reviewed the May 2018 Mosquito Abatement Program Update
and noted that the report includes that May of 2018 has been the wettest month of
May on record. Halik also called attention to the recent light trap counts included at
the top of page 4 of the report. Halik advised that staff is closely monitoring the light
trap counts and prevailing weather conditions. If high temperatures, high humidity,
and rain continue as they have, mosquito populations will greatly increase due to new
brood hatches which may cause us to need to schedule a village-wide ULV spray
application to try to knock-down population numbers. Halik advised that typically
the Village only sprays during the West Nile Virus season to combat disease vectors,
but in this case an extreme nuisance may exist, and before the 4® of July holiday.



d. Administrator Halik advised that the May 2018 Scavenger Report is for information
only.

4, PRESENTATION — Changes in Recycling, Republic Services

Administrator Halik advised that on June 26, 2018 Republic Services Representatives
Richard Vandermolen and Calvin Boonstra met with staff to share information pertaining to
changes in the recycling field and to request assistance from the Village pertaining to the
matter. At that time, Halik invited Republic Services to make their presentation directly to
the Municipal Services Committee on July 9%. Halik then introduced Mr. Richard
Vandermolen and Mr. Calvin Boonstra from Republic Services.

Mr. Vandermolen shared that there have been recent changes to the field of scavenger
recycling pertaining to both supply and demand. The quality of the material has deteriorated
due to contamination and approximately 25% is now unsuitable consisting of plastic bags,
food waste, beverage containers, etc. This slows the separation process increasing labor
costs. In addition, China has historically accepted recycling material from many developed
countries, and transportation of these materials to China is cheap. However, China has
adopted a new Blue Sky policy to clean their environment. Two years ago, China also
implemented a Green Fence policy to demand better quality material. Also, the China Sword
policy was put in place to prohibit mixed plastics. Labor is cheap in China, so it was much
more cost effective to complete the separation process there. The contamination level of
recycling materials that was previously accepted in China was 3%. That level has now been
reduced to %% due to their environmental policies. Vietnam and Indonesia started accepting
material for a short period, but they quickly stopped due to the immense volume of material
1o be disposed of. To make matters worse, China used to pay, at the height of the market,
about $95.00 per ton or recycling. Now they are paying under $5 per ton. The recycling
processor that Republic Services uses is located in Chicago Ridge. The cost of processing
has doubled. Republic Services has a dual request for the Village: 1) To assist in educating
Willowbrook residents about recycling contamination in an effort to lower the amount of
non-recyclable products put into recycling containers, and 2) To allow a modest increase in
the monthly charge for services -~ $1.70 per month per account.

The Committee thanked both Richard Vandermolen and Calvin Boonstra for attending the
Committee meeting to discuss this important topic. Since we had run out of time,
Administrator Halik recornmended that the Committee continue its consideration of this item
at their next meeting.

9. COMMUNICATIONS

a) Assistant Village Administrator Monteleone advised the Committee that the Village
was awarded a grant from ComEd to retrofit various stop signs throughout town with.

$10,000.

The original plan had been
created in 1991. The Village requested an update of the plan in anticipation of future widening of
Route 83 by the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT).
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Planning Consultant Zine advised that there is currently no plan to widen the Route 83 Corridor.
This document will be used in the event that if IDOT does come forward with plans to expand
Route 83, the Village is already prepared with its wishes and desires to become incorporated into
their plans.

Planning Consuitant Zine related that the vision statement states that the Route 83 Corridor will
serve the region as a major, secondary, north-south roadway that accommodates heavy traffic flow
and provides safe and efficient travel to the surrounding communities in Greater DuPage County
region. The Corridor will promote a mix of residential neighborhoods, thriving commercial
districts, and established institutions. Residents and visitors will enjoy regional connectivity with
easy access and close proximity to Interstate I-55 and 1-294, as well as opportunities for shopping,
dining, and recreation along the corridor. Streetscaping, pedestrian improvements, and noise walls
will foster a well-blended environment, benefitting both the residents and local businesses.
Planning Consultant Zine stated that this vision statement was crafted directly from Steer
Committee comments and stakeholder questionnaire responses.

Vice-Chairman Wagner questioned the difference between a principle arterial and a minor arterial
street. Vice-Chairman Wagner stated that according to statistics provided in the Corridor Plan, 75"
Street, west of Route 83, is labeled as a principle arterial street and has a traffic count of less than
14,000 cars. Whereas, Plainfield Road and 63" Street have traffic counts that are higher and is
labeled as a minor arterial street. Planning Consultant Zine advised that each classification
describes how the roadway is suppose to operate and for what purpose. The classification is how
IDOT identifies them for traffic capacity and general functions and may change in the future.

Commissioner Ruffalo questioned the safety concems at the crossing of 67" Street. Planning
Consultant Zine advised that there has been an upward trend in the number of traffic accidents at
that location. Village Trustee Gayle Neal, who was also on the Steering Committee, related that
vehicles are running the red light at that intersection all the time and also block the intersection
when traffic is backed up on Route 83. Trustee Neal stated that this causes cross traffic the inability
of exiting the office complex that is on the east side of Route 83.

MOTION: Made by Commissioner Remkus, seconded by Commissioner Soukup that
based on the submitted plan and testimony provided, I move that the Plan Commission
recommend to the Village Board acceptance of the “Route 83 Corridor Plan Update”
document into the Village of Willowbrook.

MS, ZINE: TIf you want to open up the
document on Roman Numeral IV, you can see the
list of the Steering Committee Members. The
first couple of pages go over the planning
process.

Again, like I said, the first phase was
gathering information, doing the Corridor
assessment, discovery phase, getting the input
from the Steering Committee; all of that went
into 1t.

The discovery tock by far the longest time
to gather all the information, and then we
drafted this plan and then got comments and
revisions, and now we are in the approval process
hopefully. I went through and looked for all the
possible past plans and existing plans that have
some impact on the Corridor, such as Willowbrook
Comprehensive Plan, the previcus Route 83
Corridor Plan Update to 2040, planning, zoning
and others, and summarized how those plans would
or could impact the Corridor Study, how this plan

would help to achieve the same goals as those
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other documents or update the goals and
objectives of those documents.

We go over some of the transportation
documents in the History, talk about the IDOT
plans, the environmental assessment, and combined
report is the most recent transportation document
that was written by IDOT. There was an addendum
to the original plan in the addendum and they
addressed a no build and build alternative that
just kind of talks about what would happen if the
Corridor was expanded or not expanded.

And I guess I kind of jumped over that
part. But there is no plan currently to widen
the Corridor. This update was done proactively
by the Village to anticipate a future widening so
that we are prepared and have a document to use
so that should IDOT ever come forward with the
plans to expand the Corridor from 4 to 6 lanes,
we already have an updated document that has all
the Village's wishes and desires to be hopefully
incorporated into their plans. And so a lot of
what is in this decument is just existing
conditions. But it's not an immediate action per

se because there are no actual plans from IDOT to
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widen the Corridor at this time. So we went over
some land-use trends, development initiatives.

Page 16 shows the outline for the study
area, the red border. So that's the project
study area.

And I toock the original study area boundary
from the 1991 plan and just used their boundary;
didn't change it. So that's why the boundary
looks the way it does.

Page 17 shows the Comprehensive Plan Land
use and the next three pages show development
trends since 1993. You can kind of see how the
developments along the corridor came about from a
lot of green space, green field land to infield
development.

On Page 20, Development Trends 2017, you
can see that since 1993 Breton Lakes has been
developed, the Whole Foods Willowbrock Office
Park, Willowbrook Town Center, the Target
development. And those are some of the primary
developments that have happened since 1993.

Now, the second page shows the zoning map
followed by key subdivisions along the Corridor

within the study area boundary.
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Page 23 identified development
opportunities in the Corridor. Again, the
document, itself, doesn't refer to a particular
agenda, it's just informational. So the areas
identified in this exhibit show either wvacant
parcels, parcels that the consultants view as
underutilized or it's an in-progress project,
such as the Village of Willowbrock development.

And so then we get into the Corridoer
Assessment. Again, like I said, the WBK team
actually walked the length of the Corrideor. We
took pictures, we took notes, jotted down all of
the existing conditions: everything from
sidewalk gaps to landscaping, all of the above.

And so on Page 250, you can see the blue
lines where there are existing sidewalks and the
orange dotted lines are sidewalk gaps. I also
included the distance in feet for all of the
sidewalk gaps just to show —-- to put a number to
those distances should the Village ever decide to
fill the gaps, just information.

And then we get into landscaping. We sort
of came up with a grading system for the

landscaping: poor, average, or excellent. And
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we also specified if it was a buffered area
because they have -- there are different
iandscape requirements for buffered areas versus
the commercial frontage. So this again could be
used in the future to identify areas where
landscaping needs to be improved or could be
improved.

Existing Curb Cuts: Just kind of going
through this. Pedestrian and bicycle facilities
are on Page 33. That shows the existing
sidewalks. So then we approach the Stakeholder
Questionnaire with how the guestions were created
in the questionnaire. It was meant to identify
the assets, challenges, and opportunities within
the Corridor.

Each of the workshops that we did with the
Steering Committee included an analysis where we
tried to identify the strength, weakness,
opportunities, and threats along the Corridor
based on the different things we were talking
about and the Stakeholder Questionnaires sort of
mirrors the same idea.

The questions were shaped in a way in an

effort to try and identify what the community
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views as the Corridor's access, their challenges,
and what opportunities might be there. As far as
access goes, the general consensus was that this
accesses a variety of businesses, those two
accesses and the variety of businesses were the
primary access of the Corridor. Access referring
both to the immediate access along the Corridors
into the businesses as well as access to I55 and
294.

And so that was viewed as an access. And
also the overall variety of businesses and
options along the corridor was also viewed as an
access.

The major identified weakness to the
Corridor was traffic and congestion. That was to
be expected. Beyond that, some of the challenges
identified were left-turn lanes, long left-turn
lights, issues with timely snowplowing, noise
abatement, poor lighting, speeds being too high,
speeding, lack of signal coordination, driver and
pedestrian sight, lack of streetscaping, lack of
pedestrian crossing. Generally, the Corridor
just being visually unappealing and there not

being a sense of community were some of the

challenges identified in the Stakeholder
Questionnaire.

And then as far as the opportunities
identified, the most frequent strengths
illustrated a desire to maintain and improve the
quality of businesses along the Corridor, and to
make the Corridor more aesthetically pleasing.

So that's the Stakehclder Questionnaire.

The exhibit, itself, gets intoc the traffic
analysis, and all of this research was conducted
by GHA -- well, the original report, which is
identical to this, is in the Appendix in the
back. But basically she just put together an
Existing Conditions Report for all things
traffic-and-transportation related.

And so she identified the roadway, network,
the classification and function of roads, the
average daily traffic counts, the capacity
analysis which grades the efficiency of each
intersection, traffic wvolumes, and a crash
summary as well. And so the next couple of pages
illustrate that data.

Exhibit K on Page 38 classifies each of the

major roadways in Willowbrock and along the
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Corridor. So Route 83, Kingery Highway, is
considered a principal arterial; Plainfield is a
major arterial; Clarendon Hills and Madison
Streets are considered maior collectors. And
then Page 39 shows that Kingery Highway is
actually in the jurisdiction of IDOT, the
Il1linois Department of Transportation, if you
didn't already know that. And then Plainfield
Road, 75th and 63rd Street, as well as Madison
street, are all IDOT roads. And so those would
be in the jurisdiction ¢of DuPage County,
Department of Transportation.

And so as far as how much control we have
over what happens along the Corridor, a lot of it
is going to be coordination and communicating
with IDOT, what the Village's desires and needs
are. A lot of collaboration with that.

Page 40 shows the daily traffic counts and
then 41 and 42 show the Capacity Analysis Data.
But one of the things we discovered throughout
this process, this learning process, 1s that
there needs to be a balance between trying to
move traffic along Route 83, but also not cutting

off cross access for the community members,
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making it impossible for them to get across 83.
So trying to create that balance, that shift,
éome of the signal timings, so that there is a
community process as well as efficient traffic
flow along the principal ccrridor.

And then 43 shows some of the traffic data
there is, additional traffic data, in the
appendix that breaks it down intoc specific years
and types of crashes. You can look at that
later.

Page 44, and 45 get into some of the
current roadway planned improvements. Page 45
shows the planned improvements for the
Willowbrook development. We thought that these
images were easier to understand than just
looking at the plans for the actual development.

And basically all we're saying in this
document is that these are the plans that are
being done currently and any future modifications
to Route 83 should consider that these are new
improvements and incorporate these improvements
into whatever change they might have so they
don't conflict in the future because they were

not part of the original 1991 plan.
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Moving along, again so far all of the
improvements that are in these next couple of
pages are things that are already existing
recommendations. So they are in past plans or
current plans. They are not things that are
being presented for the first time. It's just a
continuation of the existing conditions or just
repeating what was in the 1991 plans so it's
still applicable today.

So on Page 49, some of the outdoor access
improvements, one of the things that the plan
identifies a little bit later in the rendition is
supporting the use of median breaks and U-turns.
In the original plan, there was talk of closing
in certain places and/or keeping median or
keeping the median breaks, sort of discusses the
pros and cons of both options.

And we think that keeping the median breaks
is essential to the business and commercial
district, along the Corridor, limiting or closing
the medians with severe limit access into the
businesses.

And so we encourage the use of the U-turns

and the median breaks. These exhibits break down

the existing median breaks, the previously
proposed median breaks from the 1991 plan, as
Well as one or two places where we suggest a new
median break.

And then on Page 50, you can see our Vision
Statement. I will read it for you all: ™"The
Route 83 Corridor will serve the region as a
major secondary north/south roadway that
accommodates heavy traffic flow and provides
safe, efficient travel to the surrounding
communities and greater DuPage County region.

The Corridor will promote a mix of residential
neighborhoods, thriving commercial districts and
established institutions. Residents and visitors
will enjoy regional connectivity with easy-access
and close proximity to interstates I-55 and
I-294, as well as opportunities for shopping,
dining, and recreation along the Corridor.
Streetscaping, pedestrian improvements, and noise
walls will foster a well-blended environment,
benefitting both the residents and local
businesses."

So that vision statement was crafted

directly from the Steering Committee comments and
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the Stakeholder Questionnaires' responses. There
is a general desire to promote changes and
improvements to the Corridor that would benefit
both the community residents and the businesses.
So I really think that the Vision Statement is
very reflective of the wants and desires of the
Community as they have expressed them.

So we get into our recommendations. Again,
much of the text from this updated plan was
pulled from the original plan. Anything that was
no longer applicable or relevant or no longer
recommended, we took out of the text and we added
our own elements into it. But a lot of it is
transferred from the original because a lot of it
is still applicable. They did a really good job
in the original plan.

And so I won't go into everything, but a
couple of key notes: The location of the
widening. In the 1991 plan they had two options.
They talked about widening within or outside of
the median, meaning that they could either keep
the median and widen it out or get rid of the
median and widen it. And since we like to keep

the median there, keep the breaks in the median,
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we are suggesting that the widening happen
outside of the median.

Signalized Intersections: A lot of the
signals from the plan have already gone up so we
took those out. Some potential new signalized
intersections could include 69th Street and then
Plainfield between Route 83 and Adams Street.
That's the one that's planned for the Willows of
Willowbrook Development. So that's already being
implemented. 6%th Street is an option. The
original plan had 69th Street closed off so we
have taken that section out because we want to
keep that access onto Route 83. Again, the
median breaks and use of U-turns, access control,
in general we just recommend using best practices
for access management.

This document doesn't recommend specific
locations for Frontage Road or access
consclidaticons, but typically IDOT preference is
to consolidate access when it makes sense to do
so.

So that's just something to keep in mind
with future developments; if it makes sense to

consolidate access that oftentimes is for
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pedestrians and could be more efficient within
whatever new development goes up. But there are
ho recommendations to close access anywhere in
this document, just to use best practices moving
forward.

And then on Page 53 all the way to the
right it lists each ¢of the main intersections
along Route 83 and goes into whether or not the
existing geometry provided can adeqguately
accommodate future traffic and any proposed
modifications. 63rd and 67th Streets are
estimated that they can adeguately accommodate
the future total traffic. Plainfield Road and 83
goes into some of the changes being made via the
Pete's Fresh Market development. 75th Street we
just noted that traffic volumes along 75th
westbound are being monitored for the need for a
through-lane, as well as a southbound left turn
from Route 83 to Eastbound 75th Street for the
construction of the second through-lane due to
the location of this intersection through Midway
Drive.

Also to monitor the traffic -- to meonitor

the traffic volumes from the various sources.
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And keep an eye on the crash volume activity at
that location because that alsoc came up in
conversation that it's not the safest area for
pedestrians.

S50 then we get into the Pedestrian and
Bicycle Recommendations. I'm not going to go
through intersection by intersection. But while
specific recommendations by intersection are
listed in each of the exhibits, the general idea
is that the Village should have -~ that all
intersections and sidewalks could be ADA
accessible, well-maintained, have modern updates
where necessary.

In general just all of the pedestrian
improvemeﬁts that could be recommended should be
implemented. So restripe or repaint where it's
faded cor deocesn't exist, add sidewalks to fill the
sidewalk gaps at Midway and Route 83 -- we are
actually suggesting a new sidewalk going south to
connect the southern industrial area. But other
than that, it's pretty much just fill the
sidewalk gaps, add striping, and add a modern
timer if it's an area that needs it.

And then on Page 59 we get into Landscaping
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and Aesthetics. The general consensus as far as
landscaping goes is that there should be
excellent landscaping along the corridor fronting
Route 83. It is possible that the Village could
create design standards to further encourage
additional landscaping along the corridor to
really make Willowbrook's main strip of road a
very pleasing place to drive through and
hopefully lure people in to our local businesses.
Median landscaping was also talked about a
little bit. That would have to incorporate IDOT
restrictions and we would have to work with IDOT
to do anything in the medians, but that's
something that we can look into in the future.
Gateway signage was discussed. New entry
signage at the north and scuth of the Village,
possibly east and west. Also on Page 60, you can
see our current sign and there is a proposed
monument signage. We adjusted, used the Village
hall sign to give you an idea of what a bigger
more impressive sign might look like. We are not
suggesting that you viewed that particular
design, just that it's a true monument and sign

that you're entering into the Village.
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And then Noise Abatement. On Page 61, we
identify all of the neighborhoods that might be
éffected by the widening of Route 83 that are
adjacent to the corridor and encourage noise
walls where those neighborhoods are. Then the
noise walls again if IDOT ever decides that they
are going to do construction plan, part of their
detail again would be the engineering work, the
noise assessment. They would do —— we require to
do all of the necessary studies and they would
identify locations where a ncoise wall would be
affected and is needed or otherwise,

I will just bring your attention to Page 65
because although this document is really just an
update to the original plan and there are no
plans from IDOT to do the expansion right now,
there are a couple of things that the Village
could take action on sooner. So I included some
0of those suggestions. Again, the Route 83 design
standards, the Village could come up with a
document or a booklet that identifies all the
different things, all the components that would
go into design standards or parcels along the

corridor: setbacks, landscaping, etcetera. It
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could even be as in-depth as the materials used
in the buildings if we want more brick or more
Wood or whatever. Those could all go into the
design standards.

The Central TriState Tcllway Improvement
Project. The Village has already been in contact
with DuPage County. And we plan on participating
in the develcopment of their 294 construction
project and incorporating the needs and desires
of the Village as we anticipate there might be
additional flow of traffic that can't go ontec 294
and gets pushed over to us.

So we're going to work with them and make
sure that all of our needs are met. And if
through this process there is an opportunity for
us to do additional improvements to Route 83,
just something to keep in mind, it's an open
door.

And then there were certain safety concerns
that should be addressed. It's the opinion of
the Steering Committee that these safety conéerns
should be addressed sooner rather than later.

One of them is the intersection at 67th Street

and Route 83. This intersection has been studied
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or observed by some of the Steering Committee
members. And what they see is a lot of speeding
énd running the red light that's right there
because it may be because they're looking at 63rd
Street and just go right threocugh it. But it's a
safety concern for both pedestrians and vehicles.
And that has something to do with the timer and
also with the signals. So doing a more in-depth
study of that intersection might be useful. And
there are a couple of things that could be
potentially changed, hopefully easily.

And one of the suggesticns was putting
vellow back plated frames on the signals to make
them stand out a little more. And then we also
try to work with IDOT as far as the signal time
goes because there doesn't seem to be enough time
to cross 83 or Route 83 safely.

So that was one of the safety precautions.
And then the other area that was identified was
the bollards separating northbound and southbound
traffic on Route 83, South 0Of 63rd Street in
front of the Hinsdale Lake Commons Center. Those
bollards have been known to ke knocked down, cars

passing through them, and it's a great safety
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concern. So that should be addressed sooner,
rather than later, possibly with a jersey barrier
br raised curb in that area, rather than the
flimsy bollards that keep getting knocked down.

With that, the rest of the document is the
Appendix items. There are several memos that T
wrote regarding some of the workshops and the
Stakeholder interviews. So you can take a look
at that and let me know if you have any
questions.

Staff is obviously supportive of the
proposed plan update and recommended acceptance
of the Route 83 Corridor Plan Update into the
Village of Willowbrook. There is a sample motion
at the bottom of the Staff Report on Page 4 if
you would like to move to recommend the Village
Board accepts the Route 83 Plan Update.

I am here obviously to answer any
questions. I know there is a lot of information,
and I did not go through all of it. I also have
three of my Steering Committee members here to
back me up or to help me out. You can also ask
them individually about their experience or what

their thoughts were with any of the particular
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items. So I encourage you to fire away. Thank
you.

CHAIRMAN KOPP: Thank you. This is
impressive. I don't really have a lot of
questions. I'm sure the guy next to me always
has gquestions or comments.

MR. WAGNER: I have just one. Can
you tell me the difference between a principal
arterial and a mincor arterial street?

MS. ZINE: Yes.

MR. WAGNER: And the reason I'm
asking is that 75th Street west of Route 83 is
labeled as a principal arterial street and has a
traffic count of about less than 15,000 cars.
And Plainfield Road, which is a disaster, has
traffic counts that are at least a third higher,
almost 22,000 east of &3rd and almost 19,000 west
of Route 83. And it seems like Plainfield Road
and 63rd Street based on the counts are
substantially more used roads; yet they are
considered minor arterial. So I didn't know if
it was a traffic count or wishful thinking that
labels these types of things.

MS. ZINE: So I will preface with I'm
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not a traffic engineer so I apologize that I
don't have perfect answers to your gquestions.

But as far as the classifications go, they are --
each classification describes how the roadway is
supposed to operate and for what purpose. And it
also refers to a regional context. So I think
that based on you know trends and the daily
traffic counts, those classifications may change.
But as they are labeled currently, it's how IDOT
identifies them for their capacity, traffic
capacity and general function.

MR. WAGNER: I think they are
inaccurate so hopefully somebody might change
them in the future.

MR. REMKUS: I think that's probably
part of the problem, that they have the names
long ago but those streets went beyond what they
planned.

MR. WAGNER: 75th Street west of
Plainfield is probably much heavier counts than
what is from Route 83 to Plainfield Road where it
meets in Darien. But anyway we all know that
Plainfield road and 63rd Street are heavily used

and are concerns. One other guestion. ©On
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Page 47, 69th street is shown going west of
Route 83 and assuming ccnnecting into that
heighborhood, which I believe it is nct at the
current time.

And then there is another Page 49, which
shows a connecticn on 69th Street east of 83rd
and the cul-de-sac, which was closed ten years
ago. Why are those shown that way?

MS. ZINE: I think it's likely Jjust
to identify what the road is. It's not to imply
that that has changed. But that it's just to
label the road.

MR. WAGNER: It seems that on Page 49
and Page 48, it locks like they are proposing to
possibly change something there. Anyway, I think
you have a pretty good fight on your hands if
they did that. But I would suggest that that be
changed. It was closed ten years ago roughly
because there was so much cut-through traffic
from Madison Street trying to avoid Plainfield
Road to get to Route 83. It was just a regular
highway there.

So I actually contacted the police

department and asked them for their incident
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records and created these tables myself. So this
doesn't necessarily illustrate the exact numbers
because depending on whoever came to the site
there could have been different jurisdictions
involved. 2&And I would have had to contact all of
the neighboring jurisdictions to get everybody

to see. But these are incidents that were
reported in Willowbrook by the Willowbrook Police
Department.

So 67th Street had 11 total incidents in
2016 and 14 incidents in 2017. However, the
majority of them looked like they were what they
call normal accidents, which really just means
that -- the important part of that is it didn't
include a pedestrian or a severe injury oOr
fatality.

So 11 and 14 that is an upward trend. It's
nothing compared to 63rd Street or Plainfield.
But it's the Steering Committee and the public's
perception that that is an unsafe intersection
and that it's difficult to cross Illinois
Route 83.

MS. NEAL: My name 1s Gayle Neal. I

am the trustee for Village of Willowbrook, and I
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also live off 67th Street. One of the Steering
Committee members is a businessman in the office
bomplex, the medical complex, that is on the east
side of 67th Street. His comments, which I can
say I can verify, because I went out by -- I
forget the name of it right now -- which is
located on the west side of the street between
67th and Porter of Route 83, and I watched indeed
people will run that light to make it before they
will stop.

So there is also a tremendous amount that
they do not leave the intersection clear when
they are not making the light. They will jam the
intersection straight across so when you have
people coming from the west side of 67th and from
those office buildings, which are a lot of
medical, people can't get out. One or two will
end up making it, and then there is an immediate
light change because the IDOT principle is that
you keep Route 83 moving at all costs. So the
left turn signals that are located there, they
are on timers, and they also can sense when the
cars had a lot of U~-turns going on there in order

for folks to hit the Darien side, which is Darien
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Auto Parts. So that has been a problem. And
I've talked to a doctor, and he has experienced a
great deal of problems as I've talked to other
people in medical offices in there. The patients
can't -- it's a problem getting in and out of
that light. They can't make it.

IDOT did a couple of years ago install a
pedestrian walkway. And that is a terrifying
thing to ask somebody to walk across the street.
And indeed we have a lot of people that thought
they could walk to their doctors'™ offices. It's
really not anything that I would recommend in any
way.

MR. RUFFCLLO: Thank you for the
clarification.

MR. KAUCKY: A few things interested
me in terms of your presentation. ©On Page 52,
you talk about the median breaks and U-turns.
And U-turns I think a lot of people don't utilize
them because there are afraid of traffic tickets.
And I'm not sure in Willowbrook do we have a lot
of posts no U~Turn permitted. So most of the
intersections people can do U-turns; is that

correct?
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MS., ZINE: I think so.

MR. KAUCKY: Because I see it
happening at least on 75th Street by Clarendcn
Hills Read and 83. But according to your
document, you want to control that somehow and
not put it by the light contreolled intersection.
You want to do it before that. Like have a
turn—-around lane; is that what I'm reading here?

MS. ZINE: There would just be
additional breaks in the median so that you could
make a turn or get to the other side of 83
without having te go all the way to a lane or
turn into a business to get around it. It would
just facilitate crossing the side of the road in
here.

MR. KAUCKY: And the other question I
had is I know 75th Street is contrclled by DuPbage
County. So you don't have any influence on
whether they would do a turn arcund. Because I
asked them about this years ago. And I never
took a tape measure and measured 75th from one
end to another. But I was just wondering. Do
you know is it just narrower than 837 TIf you

look at all of 75th Street, the width of it is
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comparable to the width of 83rd or is it much
less would you even know?

MS. ZINE: I don't know. I would
imagine it's not as wide as Route 83. And I
think the Village is here to support the
residents' needs. And actually the signal at
Midway was mentioned in the Steering Committee
meetings and that comment is in the document.

MR. KAUCKY: My concern was the
intersection between the Village and then IDOT.
There seems to be a disconnect there. Because if
I were to bring it to someone's attention, I
would think the Village has an equal interest in
knowing about this and to do something about 1it.

MS5. ZINE: I agree.

CHAIRMAN KOPP: Anyone else?

(No response.)

I will close the zoning hearing, the
Public Meeting, Case Number 18-03. And now we
will have our discussion. I do appreciate
everything that the Village and the volunteers
did here.

And as T mentiocned, it is a very impressive

document. And T certainly am in favor of this.
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And I don't know i1f we need to have a discussion.
If not, will someone make a motion?
